a) For the wards of construction workers who acquire Skill from
technical institutions such as ITIs’ / Polytechnicals etc., Board
provides full course fees, boarding and lodging etc.

b) Skill Development Centres :- Board has started construction of
four Skill Development Centres at Ludhiana, Amritsar, Mohali
and Jalandhar. Earlier these Skill Development Centres were
